1. Aeroponics is a system wherein roots are continuously or discontinuously kept in an environment
saturated with aerosol of nutrient solution. The method requires no substrate and entails growing plants with
their roots suspended in a deep air or growth chamber with the roots periodically wetted with a fine mist of
atomized nutrients. Excellent aeration is the main advantage of aeroponics.

2. Aeroponic techniques have proved to be commercially successful for propagation, seed germination, seed
potato production, tomato and leaf crops production. Since inventor Richard Stoner commercialized
aeroponic technology in 1983, aeroponics has been implemented as an alternative to water intensive
hydroponic systems worldwide. The limitation of hydroponics is the fact that 1 kg of water can only hold 8 mg
of air, no matter whether aerators are utilized or not.

3. Another distinct advantage of aeroponics over hydroponics is that any species of plants can be grown in a
true aeroponic system because the micro environment of an aeroponic can be finely controlled. The
limitation of hydroponics is that only certain species of plants can survive for so long in water before they
become water-logged. The advantage of aeroponics is that suspended aeroponic plants receive 100% of the
available oxygen and carbon dioxide to the roots zone, stems, and leaves, thus accelerating biomass growth
and reducing rooting times. Unlike hydroponically grown plants, aeroponically grown plants also will not
suffer transplant shock when transplanted to soil, and offers growers the ability to reduce the spread of
disease and pathogens.

We usually say: "A nice day", "Not a bad day" or "It's nice weather for the time of the year" if the
weather is fine.

We can say: "It looks like rain", "It looks like snow" of "It's bad weather" when the weather is bad.

TekeTt 7
ENGLISH CUISINE

English people have a special cuisine. Traditional English dishes include fish and chips, roast beef,
steak, pudding and some others. It's natural that all types of food can be found in English restaurants
nowadays. For example, fans of Japanese food will easily find sushi in English cities, fans of Italian food, will
easily find all sorts of pasta and pizza in England.

However, many people want to try traditional British cuisine when visiting England. For breakfast
English people prefer either oatmeal or cereal with milk, fried eggs with bacon, a glass of orange juice or a
cup of fresh coffee.

During lunch many people are away at work, or at school, so they carry their lunch with them. It
usually consists of a couple of delicious sandwiches with ham, cheese and fresh vegetables, and a small
pack of juice.

Many Englishmen drink 5 o’clock tea with cookies. It's a kind of English siesta.

For dinner families usually gather around the dining-table to chat and to share some tasty dishes.
Among them steaks or fish, steamed vegetables, rice, fresh salad, and a glass of wine or beer, depending on
tastes. Children drink either water, or tea.

English families often go out for an evening meal, especially on Friday nights. Traditional English
cuisine contains many interesting recipes, but probably the most famous of all is “Fish & Chips”. This dish
consists of fried chops from fish and French fries. On special occasions English people often serve roast
turkey and traditional pudding.

TekeT 8
THE MOLDBOARD AS A CONSERVATION IMPLEMENT
The moldboard plow usually has not been considered as an implement which conserves soil.
However, several opportunities may exist to use the plow as part of a conservation system, that is, a system
which leaves 30% of the soil surface covered by crop residue.

Ideally, the furrow slice should be set at a 45 degree angle to leave a furrowed surface with strips of
residue lying on or near the surface. The resulting increase in surface roughness reduces erosion by slowing
surface water runoff and allowing it to soak into the soil. This effect is enhanced when plowing is done
across the slope so that each furrow acts as a small check dam.

Delaying plowing until spring on erosion-prone coarse and medium-textured soils such as sandy
loam and loam soils leaves all of the crop residue on the undisturbed soil surface, greatly reducing losses
due to erosion by water or wind over the course of the winter and early spring.

However, on fine-textured soils such as clay and clay loams, which benefit from fall plowing, it is
advisable to plow across the slope if possible, leaving the soil surface in as rough a condition over the winter
as is practical, and to delay all secondary tillage until spring.

It is common to see small water runs on fairly level fields. Lifting the plow as you cross one of these
runs can be an effective means of stabilizing the area without seeding it to a permanent grass cover. Of
course, a grassed waterway may be required if soil continues to erode even when the ground is unworked.

To leave more residue on the surface either use a narrower bottomed plow or switch to a
variable width plow if financially feasible. Alternatively, the existing plow may be modified.

TekeT 9
MODIFICATIONS
Experimentation with modifying the moldboard plow has been directed at retaining the
advantages of reliability in crop production while increasing potential to save soil, fuel, time and money.
Essentially, efforts have centered on making it more like a chisel plow by operating it to leave more of the
crop residues on the soil surface.

The first modification to consider is the removal of the trash covers to increase the amount of
residue left on or near the surface. Removal of the trash covers does not affect the other operations of the
plow; however, the increased among of trash on the surface may affect the efficiency of secondary tillage
implements. Consideration should be given to secondary tillage equipment to ensure that it can
accommodate the extra residue. It may be necessary to purchase residue handling attachments or even
replace present equipment.

Removing part of the moldboard is the next progression. Both the moldboard and shin of the
plow are involved in the lifting, fracturing, and turning of the furrow slice. Removing part of the moldboard
allows lifting and fracturing to continue, but the inversion of the furrow is not as complete. The result is less
crop residue buried and more lying on or near the surface. Research involving the removal of 70% of the
moldboard has shown similar yields as the conventional moldboard plow.

Several implement manufacturers in North America are

selling various attachments which can be used on moldboard plows instead of the traditional
moldboard bottoms. Generally, these attachments have similar energy requirements as the moldboard, but
they may alter the line of draft resulting in inefficient operation. There is insufficient information available to
comment on crop response to these specific attachments or their effect on soil structure; however, in
general, soil fracturing and crop response are considered similar in nature to chisel plows.

TekeT 10
THE BENEFITS OF PLOWING

Fall plowing helps to loosen soils, especially clay and clay loam soils. During the winter and
early spring, frost action breaks clods into smaller aggregates, which are easily broken into crumbs by timely
secondary tillage. However, all the benefits of fall plowing can be eliminated by working the ground too wet
and too many times in the spring, causing compaction and consolidating clods.

The lifting and turning action of the plow creates large pores in the soil and loosens the soil
surface which increases moisture infiltration. At the same time, large pores provide excellent channels for
soil aeration.

Moldboard plowing eliminates tracks and ruts left from harvest operations and may help to
alleviate minor surface soil compaction. However, compacted layers below

the depth of tillage are not affected by moldboard plowing. Any advantages of deep plowing to break
up a suspected compaction layer are far outweighed by the disadvantages of plowing up subsoil.

While some tillage to incorporate crop residue may be beneficial because it increases the rate of
residue decomposition and the release of nutrients tied up in the residues, excessive tillage will deplete the
organic matter content of the soil and result in poor soil structure and reduced water holding capacity.

Teker 11
PRINCIPLES OF MOLDBOARD PLOW OPERATION
Three principles are important in the operation of all moldboard plows. These are: centre of load,
centre of pull, and line of draft.
Theoretically, the centre of load for a multiple bottom plow is half the cutting width of the plow
plus one-third the width of one furrow. However, the true location of the centre of load varies slightly with soil
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conditions, plow type, and plowing speed. On most plows, adjustments are designed into the plow and hitch
to allow compensation for these variables.

For optimum performance, the centre of load on the plow, the hitch point on the tractor, and the
tractor's centre of pull must all fall in a straight line. This line is known as the line of draft. Maintaining this line
minimizes side pull on the tractor. Wheel slippage, fuel consumption, and plow draft are also optimized. A
straight line of draft ensures that the plow will trail straight.

Plowing depth is determined by the width of cut of each moldboard. The plow was designed to
be worked

at a depth of one half of the cutting width of each bottom. However, as the bottoms increased in width
to accommodate heavier crop residues, the design was slightly modified to operate at shallower depths to
prevent turning up subsoil. On many of our Ontario soils, subsoil lies about 15 cm (6 inches) below the
surface and it is this depth that should determine the maximum plowing depth. Research at the Harrow
Research Station has failed to show any yield advantage to plowing any deeper than 10 cm (4 inches)

The moldboard plow operates at peak efficiency between speeds of 5-8 km/h (3-5 mph).
Plowing too slowly may result in inadequate pulverization, while operating it too fast throws the soil more
than necessary. This increases power requirements and results in a soil surface that is too smooth and bare,
making it vulnerable to erosion.

TekeT 11

METALS

Metals are materials most widely used in industry because of their properties. The study of the
production and properties of metals is known as metallurgy.

The separation between the atoms in metals is small, so most metals are dense. The atoms are
arranged regularly and can slide over each other. That is why metals are malleable (can be deformed and
bent without fracture) and ductile (can be drawn into wire). Metals vary greatly in their properties. For
example, lead is soft and can be bent by hand, while iron can only be worked by hammering at red heat.

The regular arrangement of atoms in metals gives them a crystalline structure. Irregular crystals are
called grains. The properties of the metals depend on the size, shape, orientation, and composition of these
grains. In general, a metal with small grains will be harder and stronger than one with coarse grains.

Heat treatment such as quenching, tempering, or annealing controls the nature of the grains and
their size in the metal. Small amounts of other metals (less than 1 per cent) are often added to a pure metal.
This is called alloying (nermposaHue) and it changes the grain structure and properties of metals.

All metals can be formed by drawing, rolling, hammering and extrusion, but some require hot-
working. Metals are subject to metal fatigue and to creep (the slow increase in length under stress) causing
deformation and failure. Both effects are taken into account by engineers when designing, for example,
airplanes, gas-turbines, and pressure vessels for high-temperature chemical processes. Metals can be
worked using machine-tools such as lathe, milling machine, shaper and grinder.

The ways of working a metal depend on its properties. Many metals can be melted and cast in
moulds, but special conditions are required for metals that react with air.

TekeT 12
THE FUTURE
OF THE ENGINEERING PROFESSION

Among various recent trends in the engineering profession computerization is the most widespread.
The trend in modern engineering offices is also towards computerization. Computers are increasingly used
for solving complex problems as well as for handling, storing, and generating the enormous volume of data
modern engineers must work with.

Scientific methods of engineering are applied in several fields not connected directly to manufacture
and construction. Modern engineering is characterized by the broad application of what is known as systems
engineering principles.

Engineers in industry work not only with machines but also with people, to determine, for example,
how machines can be operated most efficiently by workers. A small change in the location of the controls of
a machine or of its position with relation to other machines or equipment, or a change in the muscular
movements of the operator, often results in greatly increased production. This type of engineering work is
called time-study engineering.

A related field of engineering, human-factors engineering, also known as ergonomics, received wide
attention in the late 1970s and 1980s when the safety of nuclear reactors was questioned following serious
accidents that were caused by operator errors, design failures, and malfunctioning equipment.
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Human-factors engineering seeks to establish criteria for the efficient, human - centred design of,
among other things, the large, complicated control panels that monitor and govern nuclear reactor
operations.

TekcT 13
THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION

The Russian Federation is the largest country in the world. It occupies about 1/6 of the Earth surface.
The country is situated in Eastern Europe, Northern and Central Asia. Its total area is over 17 million square
km.
